Recognizing the need for an animal with great
stamina and versatility, capable of carrying an
adult in the hunt field, yet gentle and tractable
enough for a young child, the American Conne-
mara Pony Society was formed in 1956 to pro-
mote the Irish Connemara Pony.

The distinctly rugged and sturdy physical quali-
ties of the Connemara have evolved over gener-
ations of a naturally selective breeding process
in the harsh, rugged environment of the western
seacoast of their native Ireland.

The Connemara has developed the conformation
and ability to respond to a wide range of working
requirements under a variety of conditions. The
pony is a “using” breed, one that has not been
restricted to only one activity.

The best of Irish bloodlines are represented in the
United States, where Connemara ponies have

been imported and carefully bred for almost sev-
enty years. They are loved and respected by an
increasing number of enthusiastic owners and
can be seen in every discipline.

The Connemara’s unique temperament and kind-
ly responsiveness to people make them highly
valued as companion animals. The Connemara
has proven the ability to work with, not against,
its human partner. A good temperament is one of
the most important breed requisites. Their stur-
dy conformation, great stamina and hardiness
make them the perfect mount.

The Connemara ponies are much in demand
as family mounts, pony clubbing with daughter,
hunting or competing with mom and, perhaps
pulling a sleigh as well. Increasingly riders of all
ages are competing successfully on Connema-
ras in combined training, dressage, endurance,
driving and jumper classes.
