On June 8, my 6yo. purebred Connemara gelding
Lark (MLC Invictusd by Mor ni ng
llyushin out of TBF Eagan Tressa) and |
attended a mounted clinic with Patrick King at
Oak Spring Equestrian center in Lisbon,
Maryland run by Barb Sullivan. Barb andrhe

Patrick King provides training in classical
dressage with a strong emphasis on natural
horsemanship, havirtgained with Ray Hunt.

He recently moved his base to Staunton,
Virginia. This was the first time | had ridden
with him. (His website is pkhorsemanship.com.)
Patrick asked me what | wanted from the clinic
and | answered that, while | had a very honest
and obedient horse, we
connection. After watching us warm up in the
indoor arena, Patrick asked for a few simple
movements including backing up and turns on
the forehand. It was obvious to all that, while
Lark was managing to compéethe movements,

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he held tension and was bracing slightly against
the aids, resisting raising his back and moving
into contact.

The first thing Patrick wanted from Lark was for
him to breathe. Lark was tense and holding his
breath so he had us walkingartircle. When
Lark is holding his breath it feels to me as
though he is pushing against my seat and leg,
rather than yielding to it. Patrick explained that
Il 6m feeling a
without proper breathing rhythm, the restloé
body is also stiff. He explained that the primary
function of the aids is to release tension and until
Lark could relax and release his poll and back,
anything but very basic work would increase
resistance.

Patrick emphasized that every couple od&tsi|
should release one rein and then the other to help
release the back. If the horse braces, give the
outside rein briefly because he has to accept it
before he can give me connection. He had me do
slight leg yields, using my seat, in and out on the
circle to release the rib cage, all the while often
giving the outside rein to help Lark rebalance
through the top line. He also had me alternately
using an indirect inside rein, using just my
fingers to
if | felt tension, to give the rein. He had me
doing shoulder fore and counter shoulder fore on
the circle. We worked at the walk and the trot,
using change of rein through the circle to help
release the rib cage. It took what seemed like a
very long time for Larko begin to breathe
normally and to lower his head and neck and
raise his back, giving me a wonderful feeling of
throughness without bracing. The focus on
breathing and acceptance using these exercises
are now part of my regular warmup with Lark,
