Alexandra mentioned founder but this 

was pooh-poohed.  Alexandra  was told that she 

(Alexandra)  had just given him his prescribed 

banamine too late and he would soon be better!  

But on Monday he was no better.  So the local 

vet was called.  She immediately diagnosed 

laminitisé so ice-soaks and bute were 

prescribed.  But later she called and said his 

kidney functions were off so we would have to 

change his medicine to a potent neurological 

agent. Gabapentin.  Also he could have Tylenol.  

  Turns out, although costing $700, the medicine 

was totally useless.  Also turns out it was the 

surgeonôs assistant in Leesburg that had 

suggested it when our local vet called to talk to 

the surgeonðstill on vacation.  So Jimbo 

suffered, in spite of some 160 pills/day. I decided 

maybe  some support shoes would help, they 

would  at least keep the coffin bone from coming 

through his sole.  So I got the blacksmith to 

come and also got the vet to come at the same 

time to block his feet so putting shoes on 

wouldnôt be painful.  Both the vet and 

blacksmith thought he was doing quite well 

considering.  So in a marathon afternoon he got 

X-rayed, tranquilized, nerve-blocked, and shod 

with heart-bar shoes and pads. And also got his 

medicine changed back to bute after it was 

determined his kidneys were ok after all. After 

all this I left him in his stall with two friends 

who came to visit him every day with treats and 

ice for his feet and retired to the house feeling 

that everything was going to be ok.    

   When I went to check on him an hour later the 

dogs were at his door barking wildlyð- and 

Jimbo was lying downð was he asleep?  No, 

stone-cold dead.  

    I guess we will never know what killed him.  I 

opted against a necropsy.  This would have 

necessitated hauling his body to Blacksburg and 

I just couldnôt see that happening.   Iôm thinking 

heart attack or aneurysmé.But surely all the 

stress didnôt help.  And all the wrong 

medicinesé.and all the silly advice from the 

surgeonôs assistant while the surgeon was on 

vacation.   And the operation.  If I had one thing 

to do over again it would be to not do the 

operation.  He was quite happy and useful before 

it was done.  After ï several weeks of torture.  

  What is the moral of this story.  I donôt think 

there is one.  Being responsible for another lifeð

human or animal ï involves difficult decisions.  I 

would just advise making them extremely 

carefully. Know who you are talking to and 

check on everything they say.  And wish for a lot 
of good luck.
